Criteria for ERAA Art in the Airport, Famous Erie Aviators

1.

Candidates must be an American citizen and been born in
Northwestern Pennsylvania or made their home here for at
least ten years.

. Candidates must show proof of aeronautical achievement,

either in combat or civilian situations.

. Achievements can be in the form of military awards such as

Medal of Honor, Distinguished Service Cross, Distinguished
Service Medal, Silver Star, Legion of Merit, Distinguished
Flying Cross or Bronze Star associated with combat
aeronautical achievement.

. Civilian aeronautical achievements must have certification

of accomplishments.

. New applications must be submitted to the ERAA no later

than January 1 of each year. The Famous Erie Aviators
review panel will review applications and report their
findings to the full board for final approval. Candidate or
candidates will be selected by April of the same year.

. If selected, it will be the responsibility of the family or

person making the nomination to supply a color portrait, to
ERAA specifications, of the successful candidate.

. Authenticity of awards and certification of achievements

will be the responsibility of the Famous Erie Aviators review
panel.
